War College Location

The War College is held in the Mars Education Center. Bring this confirmation with you. It will serve as your entrance pass at the Admission Booth when you enter the Fort grounds. From the Admissions Booth proceed one mile to the Fort’s main parking lot. Park in the main lot or overflow lot as necessary and enter the Fort. The Mars Education Center is housed within the magasin du Roi (King’s Warehouse) on the east end of the Parade Ground, to the right as you pass through the archway. War College Schedule

Please register when you arrive. Registration for the War College is open from 6:00 to 7:30 Friday evening in the Mars Education Center. You can also register from 8:30 to 9:00 on Saturday morning. Coffee and donuts will be available Saturday and Sunday from 8:30 to 9:00 in the lobby outside the Great Room. At registration you will receive your packet with the program, speaker handouts, and your name tag. Remember, a box lunch Saturday and Sunday is included in the registration fee.
The Opening Reception Friday evening from 6:00-7:00 is included in the cost of registration, but you need to make a reservation. If you have not done so, you can by emailing Rich Strum at rstrum@fort-ticonderoga.org. The reception takes place in the Mars Education Center.
Friday evening’s kickoff presentation begins at 7:00. Saturday sessions start at 9:00 and conclude at 4:00. For those of you who pre-registered for Dinner in the Log House, it begins at 5:00. Saturday evening’s program begins at 7:00.  Sunday sessions start at 9:00 and conclude at 12:00.
Each presenter is given 35-40 minutes to speak, followed by a brief time for questions. Most speakers will be with us throughout the weekend—you are encouraged to continue informal conversations with speakers during the weekend.

DRESS

Dress for the War College is casual. The Great Room in the Mars Education Center is a climate-controlled space. While the temperature seems ideal for most, some find the space a bit on the cool side over the span of several hours, so you may wish to bring an extra sweater.
ACCOMMODATIONS

The War College brings over 150 people to Ticonderoga.  This event takes place during a busy time of the year for Ticonderoga; make your reservations for overnight accommodations early!  If you have difficulty locating in-town lodging, we suggest that War College attendees also explore other great options on northern Lake George (Hague), Bolton Landing, Lake George Village, Schroon Lake, and Middlebury, Vermont. In addition to hotels and motels, the region has a number of comfortable bed & breakfasts. Many of these locations are within a relatively short drive from Fort Ticonderoga and offer great restaurants, scenic beauty, and amenities. Don’t forget Airbnb as an option as well.
FORT TICONDEROGA AND THE MUSEUM STORE

Fort Ticonderoga will be open for the 2020 season. Your registration fee includes complimentary admission to Fort Ticonderoga Friday-Sunday. Museum and Museum Store hours are 9:30-5:00 each day. The Museum Store will remain open until 6:00 on Saturday evening for your shopping convenience. 

A book signing with War College and other authors will be held on Saturday from 1:00-1:30 in the Museum Store.

MEALS

Box lunches on Saturday and Sunday are included in the registration fee. The dinner on Saturday evening is by pre-registration only. If you did not sign-up for dinner and would like to, you must do so before May 1st.
