strong nancial position thanks to the unwavering commitment of our supporters.

Approximately 30,000 visitors from across the nation enjoyed Fort Ticonderoga last
year despite COVID-19 capacity regulations. Like so many historic sites and museums,
Fort Ticonderoga experienced a signi cant drop in earned income during 2020.

Thanks to dramatically cut expenditures and overwhelming donor support, however,
we were able to end the year with an operating surplus that offset capital costs and
supported future investment.



Operating contributions have grown 61% over the past ve years while the
endowment grew by 64%. Although we have seen impressive growth in all areas of
support, Fort Ticonderoga remains committed to growing its endowment, which is
approximately $5 million and only supports a small percentage of our annual budget.

Fort Ticonderoga is a 501c3 non-pro t educational organization, museum, historic site,
and center of learning. Ticket sales and other related programs, cover approximately
50% of our operating cost. We rely heavily on private support from donors like you to
accomplish our mission of preservation and education.
