From broadswords to bayonets, explore the arms of Scottish soldiers in the French &
Indian War! See the workings of different patterns of the, “King’s Arms,” and how lessons
from the French & Indian War informed British training going into the Revolutionary War.
Discover how the arms and accoutrements of Scottish soldiers increasingly matched their
English counterparts, yet retained Scottish distinctions.

Ascend the Heights of Carillon with representatives of the Black Watch, and
representatives of the Scottish clans. Follow to the Black Watch Cairn, built in 1997 as a
memorial to the soldiers for the Black Watch who died attempting to overtake the French
Lines in 1758.
